Monday:  
I Corinthians 15:12-20

Tuesday:
I Corinthians 15:19-28
We pray with thanksgiving for the many blessings which we enjoy, that God would fill us with gratitude and teach us to use our blessings in ways which delight and honor him.  For Cole Ferguson
Wednesday:  
Judges 6:36-40
We pray for the sorrows and tragedies of our community and of this world, that wherever people suffer, wherever creation groans, wherever there is death, disease, and despair the Holy Spirit may breathe new life and hope. For Jackie and Mac Ferguson
Thursday:
Jonah 1:1-17
We pray that we, as God's children, may experience anew the power of the Holy Spirit in our lives and discover the freedom and new life in being a Christian.  For Michael Fisher
Friday:

Jonah 2:1-10
We pray for refugees around the world, that they may have adequate food and shelter, medical care and safe temporary homes, that they may soon return to their homes and rebuild their lives in peace and without fear.  For Thomas Fisher and Zoe Goranson

Saturday:
Isaiah 25:6-9
We pray for our troops and all who serve in harm’s way, for their safety and well-being, for their work to establish peace and security in war-torn areas and to re-build communities, and for families during times of separation.  For Bill and Margit Fountain
Especially with children:
Continue to celebrate the Resurrection of our Lord by taking notice of new life around us.  Visit a pond and try to find some tadpoles or baby ducks, or visit a farm to see the baby lambs, colts or calves.  
Young children can participate in worship when they know the regular responses that are used during the service.  Use “Lord in your mercy…hear our prayer” as a response during family prayers.  Teach them other responses as well:  “The Lord be with you…and also with you.”  “Go in peace…Serve the Lord.”

Consider using parts of the liturgy for table blessings or prayers.  For example:  “Thank the Lord and sing his praise…” can be used before meals for grace.
